This small, octagonal, former fruit ana" vegetable stand represents an economic alternative to the commercial downtown 
structures as a means of reaching the buying public. It is one of Reading's few surviving frame commercial structures. As with 
jazebos, farm outbuildings, shoe and woodworking shops, this type of structure has generally disappeared in the town with little 
lotice. However, its survival has depended on a number of reuses and has come to be regarded in the town with a certain nostalgic 
bndness. It originally served as a chicken brooder house, and was moved from Wells Road in the 1920's to sell apples, vegetables, 
;andy, ice cream and ginger ale. It closed around 1928.
