If you received a Senior Citizen Circuit Breaker Income Tax Credit for 2021, you might be eligible for a Reading Property Tax Exemption up to $1,755.




Who is Eligible
If you received the Senior Citizen Circuit Breaker Income Tax Credit (MA Schedule CB), have owned and occupied a home in Reading for at least 10 consecutive years, have no other significant assets that
may disqualify you, and any co-applicant is 60 or older, the Town of Reading will grant real estate tax relief equal to 1 ½ times your MA Circuit Breaker credit. The maximum MA CB credit for 2021 is $1,170.

How to Apply
The Assessor’s Office will open the application process during August and September. Complete a simple application, bring a copy of your 2021 income tax  filing indicating your Circuit Breaker credit amount,  and the Reading Board of Assessors will make a
final determination on eligibility. If you do not file MA income taxes, please call us to determine eligibility. The exemption amount will be credited to your fiscal year 2023 actual tax bills due in February and May 2023.
